Supply and fitting of hinged windows and doors comprising of 6063 aluminium alloy profiles and T5 thermal treatment that are joined to timber mouldings.

The frame and sash are 66.4 mm & 85.3 mm deep respectively both in windows as in doors. The average aluminium profile wall thickness is 1.5 mm for windows and 1.6 mm for doors.

The aluminium profiles are provided with a thermal break which is obtained by inserting 14,6 mm and 16 mm. wide tubular polyamide 6.6 isolation rods that are reinforced with 25% fibre glass and polyolefin foam placed around the perimeter of the glazing space.
The joining of the external aluminium frames and the internal timber mouldings can be carried out in two ways: by fixing independently with clips and by way of assembly using an EPDM gasket.  In both cases, this assembly ensures a perfect absorption of the different material expansions
Weather tightness is achieved with a triple EPDM gasket.
